NOTES

1. Coppice Areas:  Leave very little natural regeneration or will shade out hazels.

2. Coppice Areas 32a & 33a:  coppice different years

3. Comps 8 & 11:  Try one first to see how it grows

4. CC Areas:  Favour canopy trees (oak, cherry, ash, lime & one or two birch).  Fast growing sallow & rowan can be cut & unwanted birch & any chestnut pulled up.  Hazel ideally coppiced in rotation but cut at any time to favour canopy trees, esp oak.  Hawthorn, field maple & elder stand a certain amount of cutting, again to favour canopy trees or hazel to be coppiced.

5. 35b:  Clear round oak, lime & cherry
